Reconciliation
Romans 5:6-11 Paul suggests that relations between God and his 
people had broken down-we became powerless, ungodly, sinners and 
enemies and we were experiencing Gods wrath-but reconciliation 
came through the death of Christ “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, 
he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come” 

God was the wounded party yet he chose to forgive us and reconcile 
us to him 

 Reconciliation suggests that the wounded party is the one that 
needs to offer the gift of reconciliation-God the wronged party in 
the equation between himself and man-was the one who reconciled 
the world to himself.-What does this say to any of you that have 
been hurt by a friend, a family member, a spouse, a council, a 
Ministry or a country.

Reconciliation

the opportunity to be reconciled with God or with other people.
